Shortlisted candidates will be asked to prepare and present a 10 minute oral presentation to the selection 
panel with the following title: “My understanding of Scifest Africa and its role in the public understanding of 
science”. 
 
Only short listed candidates will be asked to prepare presentations. A digital copy of the presentation will be 
requested prior to the final interview. The presentation should not be accompanied by electronic or other 
visual aids. 
 
Each interview will last approximately 50 minutes. 
 
A remuneration package is negotiable based on relevant track record, the extent to which the successful 
candidate fits the job profile, and a prescribed budget. 
 
The Grahamstown Foundation reserves the right not to proceed with the appointment of the post. An 
application in itself will not entitle an applicant to an interview or appointment and failure to submit an 
official Foundation application form, or to meet the minimum requirements of the post, will result in 
applicants immediately disqualifying themselves from consideration.
