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2. Where to find footage to use in stories

When looking for images, you will most likely need to use images with the size: height + width = 800. An image

of this size will be good quality when scaled up in your video. Read more about sizes for images and video here.

Remember to save/download the actual image and not just the thumbnail (the small icon version of the image

that pixelates when blown up). Always double click on an image to open and download/save the larger image

file.
